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Summer B.B.Q’s are nice and in hot weather like January/February in Qld, sitting around in the shady Pergola with   
ice cold beers or a chilled bottle of white wine, here is a change from the two old favourites of snags and rissoles. 
Put a little Greek theme music on, close your eyes, as this chicken cooks over bbq or char grill, you feel like you’ve 
been transported to our own “Greek taverna” add a little Ouzo and your on holiday on a Greek island, so enjoy.
  
Traditional Greek food is very simple. It relies on local, really fresh, quality ingredients such as nuts, honey, fish 
and seafood, sheep and goat cheeses, vegetables, lamb, chicken and game, herbs and wild greens. Wonderful, robust 
flavours. 
Ingredients:
4 whole spatchcock (size9 to 12= .9kg to 1.2kg ea)
3 cloves garlic, crushed and chopped
1 tsp dried Greek oregano (or regular oregano)
Juice of a lemon
Salt and pepper
½ cup extra virgin olive oil
2 cups Greek yoghurt
Instructions:
Take a pair kitchen scissors or a sharp knife, cut along both sides of the spine to remove the spine and neck bone. 
Flatting out the chicken  use your fingers to gently push the breast bone and rib cage flat.
Combine all the other ingredients except the yoghurt for the marinade and rub into the spatchcock. 
Leave to marinate for at least 2 hours, I normally do 5 hours +.
Cook the spatchcock, skin-side-down first, over a hot grill, seasoning with salt and pepper, and reserving the 
marinade.The spatchcock is cooked in about 15 to 20 minutes. To check, pierce the thigh with a knife: if the juices 
run clear, it's done. Set aside on a warm, covered plate. Cook reserved marinade for 5 to 6 minutes in a pan to 
reduce, remove from heat and fold in yoghurt. 
Pour over chicken and serve. Serve with a Greek salad Cos lettuces, cherry tomatoes, red onion, black olives & feta 
cheese. Dressing for salad ½ cup olive oil, ¼ cup lemon juice, 2 tlbsp honey, 1-2 cloves garlic, pinch salt & pepper 
to taste. Shake in bottle and dress salad. Serve with a chilled Riesling or fruity Australian white wine ice cold.

Note:
A spatchcock is a small chicken called a Poussin or 
game bird that is prepared for roasting or grilling or a 
bird that has been cooked after being prepared in this 
way. The method of preparing the bird involves removing 
the backbone and sternum of the bird and flattening it out 
before cooking
