Contact has been made with the Rockhampton
Regional Council regarding street rubbish bins
in Town and at the Big Dam. In both areas bins
and drums have no lids attached and this is not
a good health and hygiene situation with hot
weather coming. Crows also play merry havoc
distributing rubbish around. The Big Dam is
so popular with locals and out of town visitors
surely the area deserves more than unpainted,
unattractive lidless 44 gallon drums, which do
not compliment the beauty of the area, and does
not assist our town motto, Think Clean T Be
Tidy.

Did you know the Welfare Club House building,
occupied by the Arts and Craft group since 1989
played a very important role in the recreational
facilities for the employees of Mount Morgan
Limited from 1936? As well as the Club House
a swimming pool, tennis courts, basket ball
courts and admission to the Linda Picnic by both
town members and employees who contributed
a small amount to the Welfare scheme. It was
a wonderful welfare scheme initiated by the
Company.

The Club House contained a full size billiard
table, 2 table tennis tables, one bobs table, four
card tables, a dart board and a canteen. The big
room where the table tennis tables were located
were often moved and the poor area used for
dances. This happened during the war years when
Rockhampton was home to many thousands of
American servicemen. Many of the servicemen
spent their week end furlough and visited the
Mount. Every accommodation place was full and
many were welcomed into private residences. On
the Sunday afternoon a local pianist, drummer,
sax player would give their services voluntarily
and the locals and servicemen would enjoy an
afternoon of dancing. It was customary when the
time came for all servicemen to leave everyone
walked to the Railway station and bid farewell
to the young soldiers. It was a great pleasure for
the servicemen and the local hospitality was very
much appreciated.

After the local movie theatre closed in 1976
Mount Morgan Limited converted the dance
poor area into a small movie theatre, seating
approx. 200 persons. This was welcomed by
the youth as they could still attend the movies.
The projection box built for the theatre still
remains on the Southern side of the veranda.

The building
Is another icon of Mount Morgan that should be
preserved for all times as it is of great historical
value.

Aguaponicsisthe growing of yshand vegetables
together, Native Australian ysh are housed in a
suitable tank, in my case a 10000 litre poly tank.
I have approximately 90 Silver Perch (bidyanus
bidyanus) ranging in size from 250mm to
460mm. In order for the ysh to survive it is
essential to remove the ammonia from the water.
Ammonia is toxic to all ysh and if allowed to
build up is fatal. So water is pumped regularly
to gravel grow beds. The grow beds contain
bacteria which in the presence of oxygen turn
the ammonia into nitrates (a form of nitrogen).
The nitrogen is consumed by plants growing
in the gravel grow beds and returns to the ysh
tank clean water, aerated and free of ammonia.
The cycle then repeats itself an hour later. All
my system components are sourced locally
from recycled materials. Grow beds can be at
waist height to alleviate the need for bending

down, an advantage for the elderly, inyrm
or wheelchair bound. Growing vegetables
via aquaponics requires only 10 percent of
the water a conventional garden would use.
Growth rates of veges especially salad greens
are phenomenal. It is possible to grow powers
also, currently | have a brace of Louisiana
Irises and every bed has a border of Petunias.
A distinct advantage of aquaponics is that there
is no need to use harmful sprays or dangerous
chemicals and as the cycle is automatic via
a timer there is no need to water. Weeds are
non existent and there is no digging just scoop
some gravel aside and add another seedling.
Aquaponics is rapidly gaining popularity
throughout the world and enthusiasts can grow
a variety of ysh species including Barramundi,
Jade perch, Silver perch, Sleepy cod and
Murray Cod. As the planets wild stocks of ysh
decline aquaponics may be the food bowl of the
new millennia. In the future I will be hosting
an Agquaponics Open Day discussing all aspects
and demonstrating the construction of a basic
set up.

Integrated vegetable growing and ysh
farming polyculture systems have long been
usedin countriessuchasChinaand Thailand.
Farm wastes are commonly added as feed
to ysh ponds and ysh are often cultured in
pooded rice paddies. Agaucultureis modern
incarnation can be traced back to the early
700s when researchers started to explore
the beneyts of combining ysh farming with
hydroponics.

OK young ysher people the scientiyc

name are Bibyanas Bidyanas? | wonder
why scientistsé names for ysh seem to repeat
themselves. They are also known as grunter,
black bream, bidyana, Murray perch, tcheri,
fresh water bream and silver. The silver perch
has suffered a signiycant decline in numbers
and range. Silver perch are now considered
threatened in many Murray Darling basin
rivers. The range is being extended to QId
dams and impoundments.
DESCRIPTION: Silver perch are a yne
freshwater ysh reaching 8kgs but most silvers
caught in our dam are between 0.3 &1kg. The
large silvers frequently become omnivorous
or become almost vegetarian, full of green
slimly weed which can seriously affect lure
and bait yshing at some times of the year.

In dams especially, silver perch form
schools of similar sized ysh, with smaller
schools of large ysh.

Best Bait: Worm, peeled yabbie tail, shrimps,
and small grubs, chopped up ox heart will
also take silvers.

Small lures like a celta,
MinNows.

Silvers yghts well, are quite good to eat, but
larger ones are a bit dry and have a slight
weedy taste.

Best rig: Bubble poat 1/2 to 2/3rd full of
water for casting, small gauge py hook, no
lead or swivels.

In every town there
are key elements that
hold it together.

Police  Ofycers
play a large role in
any towngs bonding
process.

Mount  Morgan
Police  Station is
heritage listed and has
been given a much
needed facelift over
recent times and with

that facelift came new
= faces to the force.

Sergeant Darren McLean has been the
overseer of Mount Morgan for the past three
years and has seen many positive changes in
that short time. When asked what his title is,
he replies with a laugh, ilom a regular Sergeant
because | worko.

Born a city boy, Sergeant McLean has
been a police ofycer for sixteen years and worked
in several different police stations throughout
Australia. He found it strange at yrst, working
the beat in country towns, but after going back to
the big smoke, realised just how much country
living gets into your blood.

He enjoys his position in Mount Morgan
and now has a station comprising of six full time
ofycers. This has given police presence in the
Mount a terriyc boost. Foot patrols in the CBD
(namely Morgan Street) have proved extremely
effective. The town has been blessed with a
seventh ofycer for a short time, allowing extra
police presence where needed.

filt is a lot more personal when you are in
a smaller station0 Sergeant McLean says, when
asked what differences he ynds between city and
country policing.

filt is a busy station here. When | yrst
came here we had four staff plus an ofyce girl
and now we have six. Generally we are busier
through summer. Each summer for the last
couple of years we probably havenit had full
staff so it will be good to have full staff this year
where we can provide better police responses to
the communityo.

The police ofycers stationed in Mount
Morgan at present enjoy the interaction between
themselves and community members, so if you
see them around town, say hi to them. They are
a friendly, caring group of ofycers that all appear
interested in the people they are protecting and
the town in general.
fiWwebve got two adopt-a-cops here. Wedve got
Cam, he is the adopt-a-cop for the primary
school and webve got Brett who is the adopt-a-
cop for the high school. It is working out goodo
says Sergeant McLean.



He is impressed by the youth and their
approach to the police ofycers involved, and talk
freely with them.

In the three years he has been stationed here,
Sergeant McLean states his pride in the staff that
have been assigned to work from the station. He
keeps the town updated where possible through
the Argus because he feels it is important to
engage with the community more.

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The Pardalote is tiny little bird (about
half as big as a sparrow) that is quite
common around this area.

There are two types that live
here, the Spotted Pardalote, and the
Striated Pardalote.

They build their nests in the banks
of creeks and rivers, and sometimes cliff
faces, where they will dig quite a way in
and line it with dry grass. Normally the
nest is pne, however with the unusual
wet weather, many have been yooded
out of their nests, and a lot of the
babies have drowned.

They have different calls to each
other, and the Striated has a beautiful
bell-like call. They are insect eaters,
and can be seen picking bugs from under
leaves and branches.

The Planigale is another tiny
creature that makes its home around
this area. However this little one is a
tiny marsupial, and has a semi-pouch,
where it keeps its young (about 10 at a
time), until they are too big, and then
they will cling on to mumds underbelly
for dear life as she darts about hunting
for food.

The Planigale is carnivorous, and
is of the Daysurid family (same family as
quolls and Tasmanian Devils), and is only
half as big as house mouse when fully
grown.

They are often mistaken for mice,
and are often the victims of cats. Their
snout is a lot longer than a mouse,
and looks almost like a bandicoot, or
a tiny Bilby, except it has short round
ears., and it scurries about rather than
hopping.

Please remember if you pnd a
baby, or sick or injured bird, do NOT give
them water. Their airway is under their
tongue, and you will very likely drown
them. If they appear dehydrated, then
dip your pnger in some water and give
them one drop at a time from the end of
it, or use an eye dropper or syringe, but
only ever one drop at a time, and make
sure they swallow.
